Her yil gemi sahipleri, gemi yapimcilar1 ve klas kuruluslarin katildigi Uglii Toplanti, 16 ve 17 Ekim
2015 tarihlerinde Kore Cumhuriyeti’nin Seul sehrinde diizenlendi. Sektériin st diizey temsilcilerinden
100 kiginin katildig1 toplantida BIMCO, ICS, Intercargo ve INTERTANKO gibi Yuvarlak Masa
Topluluklart ve OCIMF’nin yam swa Klas Kurulusu Uyeleri’'yle IACS ve Gemi Yapimcisi
Topluluklari’yla CESS’in baskan ve yoneticileri bulunuyordu.

Bu yilki toplanti, Kore Sicil, Kore Offshore ve Gemi Yapimcilar1 Toplulugu ve Kore Gemi Sahipleri
Toplulugu’nun destegiyle INTERTANKO tarafindan diizenlendi.

Toplantiya katilim saglayan taraflar, piyasadaki mevcut zorlu kosullar dikkate alindiginda, deger
yaratimina (miktardan ziyade kaliteye) oncelik verilmesi ve gemi yapiminimn, siniflandirma amagh
sorvey standartlarinin ve gemi isletme prosediirlerinin siirekli olarak iyilestirilmesi gerektiginin altini
¢izdiler. Diger bir husus olarak, test edilmemis ve gelistirilme agsamasinda olan teknolojilerle ilgili yasal
zaman ¢izelgelerinin ve uygulama sekillerinin karmagsiklig1 nedeniyle yeni teknik risklerin olusabilecegi
ve bunlarin ele alinmasi gerektigi vurgulandi.

iki giin siiren toplantinin giindemi oldukga kapsamliydi. Katilimcilar ozellikle asagidaki noktalar
tizerinde durdu:

1. Balast Suyu Yoénetimi Sézlesmesi’nin ¢ok kisa bir siire iginde yiiriirliige girmesi ihtimaline kars1
endise duyulmaktadir. S6zlesme metninin kabul edilmesinin iizerinden gecen 11 yil sonra
bugiin, onaylanan ekipmanin mevcut gemi isletme kosullarinda yeterli performansi
gosterebilecegine dair hala ciddi siipheler vardir. ABD’de, halihazirda yiiriirliikte olan ulusal
mevzuati karsilayacak kadar onayli ekipman bulunmayisina yonelik endiseler duyulmaktadir.
Gemi sahipleri ve tersaneler, bu nedenle, uzun vadeli yatinm ve planlama Kkararlar
verememektedir.

2. Siber tehlikelere kars:i giivenlik ve dnlem alimmasiyla ilgili kilavuz kurallarin ve kendi
kendini ydneten bir sistemin gelistirilmesinde iilkeler arasinda igbirligi yapilmasi i¢in giiglii bir
destek verilmektedir.

3. Gemi performansim ve giivenilirlifini arttirmak i¢in vaka verilerinin sektor tarafindan
daha etkin gekilde ve diigiik maliyetle kullanilmasina destek verilmektedir.

4. Bayrak Ydnetimlerine kaza sorusturmalari yiiriitme ve bunlari IMO’ya zamanl olarak bildirme
zorunluluklarini yerine getirmeleri igin; IMO’ya GISIS (Global Integrated Shipping
Information System) veri sisteminin iglerligini gelistirmesi i¢in bir kez daha ¢agrida
bulunulmaktadir.

5. Giivenlikle ilgili sorunlara (SOLAS) neden olan ¢evre mevzuati (MARPOL) hakkinda
endiseler mevcuttur. Yakin bir zamanda sunulan MARPOL VI mevzuatiyla uyumlu olarak
temin edilen yakitlarin, manevra sirasinda gemilerdeki tahrik sisteminin giivenilirligi ve
performansi iizerinde sorun yaratmasi bu duruma 6rnektir.

6. Yakatla ilgili verilerin toplanmasi icin IACS/Sektér ortakhinda bir Cahsma Grubu
olusturma fikri desteklenmektedir.



7. IMO Deniz Giivenligi Komitesi'nin 2016 Mayis’ta diizenlenecek 96. Oturumunda (MSC96) Ortak
Yapisal Kurallarin Onaylanmasi Siirecine Yonelik Hedef Temelli Standartlar ile ilgili basarili
bir sekilde sonuca varilmasi arzu edilmektedir.

OUTCOME OF 2015 TRIPARTITE MEETING DISCUSSIONS
27 October 2015
2015 Tripartite Meeting Discussions

The annual Tripartite meeting between shipowners, shipbuilders and classification societies
was held in Seoul, in the Republic of Korea on 16 and 17 October 2015. The meeting was
attended by 100 high-level representatives of the industry, including chairmen and executives
of the Round Table Associations (BIMCO, ICS, Intercargo and INTERTANKO) and OCIMF,
IACS with its Class Society Members and CESS with the Shipbuilder Associations.

The meeting was organised this year by INTERTANKO with support from the Korean Register,
Korea Offshore and Shipbuilders Association (KOSHIPA) and Korean Shipowners
Association.

The meeting agreed that, with ongoing difficult market conditions, the focus had to be on value
creation (quality rather than quantity) and the continuous enhancement of shipbuilding and
classification survey standards as well as ship operating procedures. Complex regulatory
regimes and timelines in combination with untested and developing technologies had the
potential to introduce new technical risks which needed to be addressed.

A comprehensive agenda was discussed over the two-day event. In particular, participants:

e expressed concern with the likelihood that the Ballast Water Management
Convention could enter into force very shortly. Today, more than 11 years after
the adoption of the treaty text, there is still little confidence in the capability of
type approved equipment to perform satisfactorily under operational
conditions. Concerns are significantly heightened by the lack of type approved
equipment in the US to meet the national regulation already in force. This
leaves owners and shipyards unable to make long-term investment and
planning decisions

e expressed strong support for cross-industry cooperation on the development of
guidelines and self-regulation for cyber safety and security;

e support better and cost efficient industry use of incident data to enhance ship
performance and safety;

e renewed a call for Flag Administrations to fulfil their obligations to conduct
and report casualty investigations to IMO in a timely manner and for IMO to
improve the GISIS (Global Integrated Shipping Information System) database
functionality in this context;



o expressed concerns over environmental legislation (MARPOL) resulting in
safety issues (SOLAS), for example when fuels supplied to comply with
recently introduced MARPOL VI legislation causes problems with propulsion
reliability and performance during ship manoeuvring.
supported the formation of a Joint IACS/Industry WG on fuel data collection;
expressed the desire to see the successful conclusion of the Goal Based
Standards Verification Process of Common Structural Rules at MSC96 in
May 2016.

The meeting also recognised the importance of continuing to facilitate the development of
technological innovation that had the potential to improve safety and efficiency.
