IMO Ballast Suyu Konvansiyonu — ICS Halen Yeni Aritma Ekipmani Onaylama Standartlari Hakkinda
Ciddi Endise Tasimakta

ICS Yonetim Kurulu, ICS’in heniiz onaylanmayan Balast Suyu Yonetimi Konvansiyonu (Ballast Water
Management Convention — BWM) uygulamalarinin hemen vyirirlige konulmasini aktif olarak
desteklemekten kaginmaya devam etmesine karar vermistir.

ICS’e gore, Devletler mevcut uygulama problemlerinin dncelikle Nisan 2014’te diizenlenecek olan
IMO Deniz Cevresini Koruma Komitesi (IMO Maritime Environment Protection Committee)
Toplantisi’nda ¢ozlilmesi gerekmektedir.

ICS Baskani Masamichi Morooka:

‘Prensipte ICS s6z konusu Konvansiyonun yurirliige girmesini ve istilaci tiirlerin balast suyuyla
tasginmasini engelleme faaliyetlerini desteklemektedir. Ancak, Sektérde yiiksek maliyetli aritma
techizatlari i¢in mevcut IMO Tip-onaylamasi (Type-Approval) siirecleri hususunda ve Liman Devleti
Kontrolleri sirasinda balast suyu numunesi kriterleri konusunda ciddi endiseler bulunmaktadir.

Devletler, sektoriin boyle bir uygulamanin pratikte hemen yiriirlige konamayacagini, ¢iinkii béyle bir
kuralin milyarlarca dolarin s6z konusu sistemlerin ise yarayip yaramayacagi, ya da mikro
organizmalarin  bertaraf edilmesi hususunda Devletlerin koyacagl standartlari karsilayip
kargilamayacag konusunda bir dayanak olmadan harcanmasi anlamina gelecektir. inancimiz o dur ki,
ballast dizenlemesini amaca yonelik bir hale getirmek icin yapilacak gerekli yasal diizenlemeler
nispeten aciktir ve Devletlerin bunu prensip olarak siiratle kabul edebilirler.” demistir.

ICS ( Sektoriin diger Kurumlari ile birlikte) Nisan 2014’te diizenlenecek olan IMO MEPC toplantisi icin
Tip-onayli techizatlar kurallarinin diizenlenmesi konusunda bir teklif sunmugtur. Bunun yaninda, ICS
s6z konusu Konvansiyonun anilan problemler ¢ozilmeden Uye Devletler tarafindan onaylanarak
yurirltge girmesinin biyiik bir talihsizlik olacagini belirtmektedir.

CO; izlenmesi ve Rapor Edilmesi — ICS Global Uygulamalara Tam Destek Vermektedir.

ICS Yonetim Kurulu Gemi Kaynakl CO, salinimlarinin izlenmesi ve rapor edelimesi icin IMO tarafindan
uygulamasi basit ve yakit sarfiyati temelli kiiresel bir sistem olugturulmasi konusunda kidestegini
surdirmektedir.

ICS, Nisan 2014’te diizenlenecek olan IMO MEPC Toplantisindan énce, ABD tarafindan teklif edilen ‘3
Basamakl’ bir kiiresel sistemin olusturulmasina destek vermektedir. Bahse konu ‘3 Basamakl’
yaklagim, akillara ICS’in daha &nce itiraz ettigi ‘Mevcut Gemiler igin Zorunlu Enerji Endekslemesi’



(Mandatory Energy Indexing for Existing Ships) sisteminin IMO tarafindan olusturulup
olusturulmayacagi sorusunu getirmistir.

Bay Morooka:

‘Onceligimiz, IMO’nun Sektér’lin kiiresel alanda diizenleyicisi olan roliinii korumasi ve kiiresel alanda
bir CO, sistemi olusturmasina biiyiik Bayrak Devletleri tarafindan destek saglanmasidir. Avrupa
Komisyonu tarafindan yapilan ve CO, diizenlemelerinin bolgesel olarak tek tarafli rapor edilmesini
iceren ve IMO’nun kabul edecegi sistemle uyusmayacak bir diizenlemenin olusturulmasi gériismeleri
Avrupa Parlamentosunda halen siirmekte olup, bu paralel teklif durumu karisik bir hale getirmektedir
‘demistir.

ICS Yonetim Kurulu, AB Uyesi Devletlerin Bélgesel olarak olusturulacak herhangi bir regiilasyonu bir
sonraki IMO MEPC toplantisindan 6nce kabul etmemelerinin ¢ok yararli olacagi hususunda
hemfikirdir.

Korsanlik — Kriz Devam Ediyor

ICS Yonetim Kurulu, Somalili korsanlar tarafindan gergeklestirilen ve basarili olan saldirilardaki 6nemli
azalmanin altini ¢izmis olup, halihazirda son 5 yilin en dusiik rakamlarinin gorildiigiinii ve bu
durumda En lyi Yénetim Kilavuzu’nun (Best Management Practice , BMP) kullanilmasinin, dzel deniz
guvenligi sirketlerinin ve bdlgede varligini surdiiren savas gemilerinin biiyiik katkisinin oldugunu
belirtmistir.

Ancak, Somalili korsanlarin halen faal oldugu ve faaliyetlerini Hint Okyanusunda siirdiirdiikleri
bildiriimektedir. Dolayisiyla ICS, Somali'de (bazilari 3 yili askin siiredir) hala rehin tutulan
gemiadamlari varken Korsanlik probleminin ¢6ziildiigiinu diisinmek icin erken oldugu belirtmistir.

2013 yihnda, Somalili korsanlarin dahil oldugu 2 tanesi kagiriimayla sonuglanan en az 13 vaka tespit
edilmistir. Boylelikle ICS, En lyi Yonetim 4 Kilavuzunun sektér tarafindan dikkatle uygulanmasinin,
gerektigi zaman 6zel giivenlik personelinin kullaniimasinin 6neminin altini bir defa daha cizmistir.

Ayrica, Bati Afrika sahillerindeki korsanlik faaliyetleri de endise yaratmakta olup, armatérler ve gemi
isletmecileri tarafindan Gine Korfezinde faaliyetlerini siirdiiren gemiler icin olusturulan sektérler arasi
kilavuzlarin (inter-industry guides) kullanilmasinin 6nemi bir defa daha hatirlatiimistir.

PRESS RELEASE

ICS BOARD PREPARES FOR IMPORTANT IMO MEETING

The Board of Directors of the International Chamber of Shipping (ICS), representing
national shipowners’ associations from 35 nations and over 80% of the world
merchant fleet, recently met in London.

IMO Ballast Water Management Convention — ICS Still has Serious Concerns
about Type-Approval Standards for New Treatment Equipment

The ICS Board agreed that ICS will continue to refrain from actively encouraging
administrations that have not yet ratified the Ballast Water Management (BWM)
Convention from making the additional ratifications required to bring about
immediate entry into force.

ICS believes that governments should wait until outstanding implementation
problems have been resolved at the International Maritime Organization (IMO),
hopefully at the next meeting of the IMO Marine Environment Protection Committee
(MEPC) in April, at which ICS (in co-operation with other industry organisations) has
proposed a way forward.

ICS Chairman, Masamichi Morooka, explained:

“In principle ICS fully supports the eventual entry into force of the Convention and
wants to make it work as soon as possible in order provide protection against
invasive species. But the industry still has very serious concerns with respect to the
lack of robustness of the current IMO type-approval process for the very expensive
new treatment equipment that will be required, as well as about the criteria to be
used for sampling ballast water during Port State Control inspections.”

He added “Governments need to understand that the industry cannot support the
immediate entry into force of a regime that will require billions of dollars of
investment without any confidence that the new treatment equipment will actually
work, or that it will comply with the standards that governments have set for killing
unwanted marine micro-organisms. But we believe that the legal changes needed to
make the ballast regime fit for purpose are relatively straightforward and can be
agreed in principle by governments quickly.”

ICS (with other industry organisations) has made a submission to the IMO MEPC in
April which proposes making IMO Guidelines on type-approval of equipment
mandatory. In the meantime, ICS believes it would be unfortunate if the Convention
comes into force ‘by accident’ as result of further ratifications by governments before
these outstanding problems have been properly addressed.



CO; Monitoring and Reporting — ICS Fully Supports Global Regime

The ICS Board reiterated ICS support for the development by IMO of a global
system for monitoring and reporting of ships’ CO, emissions, provided that the
mechanism is simple to administer, is primarily based on fuel consumption and that
the system itself will not be used for the development of a full blown Market Based
Measure.

Consistent with an important ICS submission to the April meeting of the IMO MEPC,
the ICS Board confirmed its support for the ‘three phase’ approach to the
development of a global system proposed by the United States, and now seemingly
supported in a submission to IMO by EU Member States. Under the ‘three phase’
approach, the question of whether IMO should eventually develop a mandatory
system of energy indexing for existing ships — to which ICS is opposed — would be
left open until a mandatory CO, emissions reporting system has been established
and evaluated.

Mr Morooka remarked:

“Our priority is to assure the primacy of IMO as the industry’s global regulator and
the successful development of a global system will require the support of all of the
world’s major flag states. It is unfortunate that the debate has been complicated by
the parallel proposal from the European Commission, now being considered by the
European Parliament, for a unilateral regional system of CO, reporting that is
unlikely to be compatible with whatever will be agreed at IMO.”

The ICS Board agreed that it would be very helpful if EU Member States could defer
reaching agreement on any regional EU regulation until sometime after the next
meeting of the IMO MEPC at which ICS is optimistic that progress will be made on a
global measure.

Piracy — The Crisis is Not Over

The ICS Board noted the dramatic reduction in the number of successful hijacks
against ships by Somali pirates, currently at a five-year low thanks to the combined
success of sustained compliance with industry Best Management Practices, the use
of private maritime security companies, the activity of military assets and new
capacity building initiatives ashore.

However, the Board also noted that Somali pirates remain active and retain the
capacity to attack far into the Indian Ocean. ICS therefore continues to emphasise
that it is premature to conclude that the crisis is over, with seafarers still held hostage
in Somalia, some of whom have now been in captivity for three years.

In 2013, there were at least 13 reported incidents involving Somali pirates including
two hijackings. ICS therefore stresses that adherence to the industry’s latest Best



Management Practices (BMP 4) and, where necessary, the deployment of private
armed guards, continue to be vital self-protective measures. The maintenance of
current levels of military protection provided by a global coalition of governments in
the Indian Ocean is also considered to be vital.

The security situation in West Africa also continues to be of great concern and the
importance of ship operators adhering to the inter-industry guidance developed for
ships trading in the Gulf of Guinea is also reiterated.
