ICS, Temmuz 2023 Ayinda Net Sifir Gelecege Dogru Rota Belirleme Ek-2
Cagrisinda Bulundu

Birlesmis Milletler organi olan Uluslararast Denizcilik Orgiitii (International
Maritime Organization-IMO) Temmuz 2023 ayinda net sifir hedefine yonelik bir rota
belirleyecektir. Gemi sahipleri, 2050 yilina kadar net sifir karbon emisyonu hedefine
ulagmak icin iiye devletlerin daha istekli olarak acik bir yon belirlemelerini talep etmistir.
Ancak Uluslararast Denizy Ticaret Odast (International Chamber of Shipping-I1CS),
hedeflerin bu siirecin sadece bir parcast oldugunu, hedefe ulasmak icin gerekli araclara da
sahip olunmas gerektigini savunmaktadir.

Uluslararasi1 Deniz Ticaret Odas1 (ICS), IMO miizakerelerinin bir sonraki turuna detayl
ve 1yi diisiinlilmiis 6neriler sunmustur. Bu oneriler, deniz yakitlarinin Sera Gazi1 (Green House
Gases-GHG) yogunlugunu azaltmak i¢in bir teknik onlem olarak Kiiresel Yakit Standardinin
gelistirilmesini desteklemektedir. Hedef, 2030 yilina kadar %35 oraninda bir azalma saglamak
ve 2030 yilindan sonra bu standardin daha da giiclendirilmesidir. Bu standardin pratikte
isleyeceginden emin olmak icin sektdr uzmanlariyla birlikte gelistirilmistir.

ICS Genel Sekreter Yardimcisi Simon BENNETT; “Bir yakit standard: tek basina
basarili olamaz. Diinyanin her yerinde isleyecek radikal bir ekonomik énlem tarafindan
desteklenmesi gerekiyor ki, diisiik ve sifir sera gazi emisyonlu yakitlarin iiretimini ve
kullanimini tesvik ederek net sifir hedefine hizli gegis saglansin.

Deniz tagimaciligi, hepimizin kullandigi mallarin tasinmasi igin en karbon verimli yol
olmaya devam etmektedir ve diinya ticaretinin yaklasik %90°1 deniz yoluyla gerceklesmektedir.
Ancak verimli olmak, deniz tasimaciliginin kiiresel karbon emisyonlarinin %3 tinden sorumlu
olmamizi engellemez. Hepimizin karbon salimimini azaltma konusunda bir rolii vardir.”
aciklamasinda bulunmustur.

ICS ve tliyeleri, tilkelerin enerji lireticilerine ve deniz yakit1 tedarikgilerine yol gosteren
net sifir hedefi belirleyecegine olan iyimserliklerini dile getirmektedir. Bununla birlikte ICS,
iilkelerin simdi acilen almas1 gereken onlemler hakkinda alinacak kararlarin ¢ok daha 6nemli
oldugunu savunmaktadir.

Simon BENNETT; “Gemi sahipleri, dogru sekilde yapilandirilirsa, geleneksel yakit ile
¢cok daha pahali olan sifir sera gazi emisyonlu yakitlar arasindaki maliyet farkini azaltacak
olan milyarlarca dolarlik kiiresel bir fona katkida bulunmaya isteklidir. ICS’in “Fon ve Odiil”’
mekanizmasi, adil bir énlem olup ayni zamanda gelismekte olan iilkelerin, gemi sahiplerinin
katkilarryla her yil olusacak milyarlarca dolart kullanarak gelecegin —altyapisini
olusturabilecegi ve ilk adimlar: atmalarin tegvik edecegi bir onlem olarak hizmet edecektir.

Sayiart giderek artan bir¢ok iilke, bu sektor onerilerinin degerli oldugunu kabul
etmektedir. Ancak denizcilik yakitlarina ilave maliyetin ekonomilerine etkisinden endise eden
gelismekte olan iilkelerin, bu IMO fonunun ortaya ¢ikaracag firsati taniyabilmesi i¢in gereken
adimlarin atilmasi gerekmektedir.

Metanol, amonyak ve hidrojen gibi diisiik ve sifir sera gazi emisyonlu yakitlarin fazla
miktarlarda iiretilmesi, siirdiiriilebilir biyoyakitlarin ve sentetik yakitlarin (yani sira karbon
vakalama gibi yeni teknolojilerin gelistirilmesi) gergek diinya diizenlemeleri ve anlamli
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tesvikler gerektirecektir. Sadece yeni bir sera gazi azaltma hedefini benimsemek yeterli
degildir. Bu yolculugun anlamli olmasi agisindan varis noktasina ulasmak icin gereken
araglara sahip olmak onemlidir.

Ulkelerin Temmuz 2023 ayinda bir araya gelme ve sifir emisyonlu gelecege dogru net
ve belirsiz olmayan bir rota ¢izme firsati var. Sektor, bu hedefe ulasmak igin gereken araglart
saglamistir. Zorunlu bir yakit standardi ve “Fon ve Odiil” 6nlemi, herkes icin firsatlari ortaya
ctkaracak ve hedefimize ulasmamizi saglayacaktir. Bir yolculuk, tek bir adimla baglar.”
ifadeleriyle agiklamasina devam etmistir.

Shaping the Future of Shipping

ICS calls on governments to set the course towards a net zero future in July

In July, governments at the UN body the International Maritime Organization (IMO), will set a course
towards a net zero future. Shipowners have called on the member states to set a clear direction with
increased ambition to achieve net zero carbon emissions by 2050. But the International Chamber of
Shipping (ICS) argues that knowing where you want to go is only one part of the journey, you have
to have the tools to reach your destination.

Thursday 25 May 2023; London, United Kingdom: The International Chamber of Shipping (ICS) has
submitted detailed well-thought through proposals to the next round of IMO negotiations. These

support the development of a Global Fuel Standard as a technical measure to reduce the Greenhouse
Gas (GHG) intensity of marine fuels, targeting 5% by 2030 and with an aggressive tightening of this
standard after 2030, developed with industry experts to ensure the standard will work in practice.

Simon Bennett, ICS Deputy Secretary General, comments:

“A fuel standard will not succeed on its own. It has to be supported by a radical economic measure,
which will operate across the world to incentivise the production and uptake of the low and zero GHG
fuels necessary to accelerate transition to a net zero destination.”

“Shipping remains the most carbon efficient way to transport the goods that we all use, with about
90% of world trade carried by sea. However, being efficient does not mean we must not work to
address the 3% shipping contributes to global carbon emissions. We all have a role to play in
decarbonisation.”

ICS, and its members, are optimistic that governments will set a net zero target which sends a signal
to energy producers and marine fuel suppliers, charting the direction of travel. ICS argues however
that far more critical are the decisions that governments must now urgently take about the measures
which will enable the end destination.

Simon Bennett continues:

“Shipowners are willing to pay into a multi-billion dollar global fund, which if structured correctly, will
reduce the cost gap between conventional fuel oil and the much more expensive zero GHG fuels as
they begin to become available. The ICS “Fund and Reward” mechanism is an equitable measure that
will also ensure developing countries can use some of the billions of dollars that would be generated
each year, from shipowner contributions, to create the infrastructure of the future while incentivising
first movers to act.

“A growing number of governments recognise the merit of these industry proposals, but we need to
ensure that those developing nations that are still concerned about the impact on their economies, of
the small cost additional to marine fuel, can recognise the opportunity that this IMO fund will unlock.”

“To produce the very large amounts of low and zero GHG fuels, such as methanol, ammonia and
hydrogen, sustainable biofuels, and synthetic fuels (as well as developing new technologies such as
carbon capture) is going to take real world regulation and meaningful incentives, not just the adoption
of a new GHG reduction target. Setting a direction of travel is important, but without the tools to get
there it becomes meaningless aspiration.”

Governments have an opportunity this July to come together and chart a clear unambiguous course
to a net zero future. Industry has provided the tools needed to reach this goal. A mandatory fuel
standard with a “Fund and Reward” measure will unlock opportunity for all and ensure we reach our
destination. A journey starts with a single step.”
